3. Presentation 
¥ ÒCalaveras River Habitat Conservation Plan Development Ð NEPA/CEQAÓ by Eirn 

Strange, NOAA Fisheries Ð NMFS 
¥ Erin provided a presentation highlighting the process of developing the HCP, 

background of the Calaveras River, conservation measures identified in the HCP, and 
public review of both the HCP and Environmental Assessment expected for May 2007

4. Summary of recent events 
¥ Stockton Urban Waterways Council - There was a low turnout at the November 6, 2006 

meeting; Jim Inman, Nan Ballot, Susan Loyko, and Kathy Krump. We discussed 
creating a database identifying available water quality data (I received info from Susan 
Loyko for the City of Stockton). The January meeting was cancelled and the next 
meeting is February 5, 2007. 

¥ Calaveras River Habitat Conservation Plan Open House - SEWD and CCWD hosted an 
Open House on November 9, 2006 to provide information and receive feedback from 
the public. It was very well attended est. 50 people. Five stations were set up with 
display boards, tablets to leave comments, and personnel to answer questions. The 
stations included Project Information, HCP Development, Fishery Resources, 
Conservation Measures, and River Operations. 

¥ Calaveras River Fish Group - Has not meet since previous last CRWSG meeting. See 
previous meeting notes for more information. J.D. has been waiting for fish passage 
information from DWR before scheduling a meeting. 

 
5. Project Updates 

¥ Review and update of bylaws Ð The watershed coordinator provided copies of the 
bylaws for members to review. With the start of the new year it is a good time to remind 
ourselves of our mission statement and goals. A copy of the bylaws are posted on the 
calaverasriver.com website. If you have any comments of edits that you would like to 
make contact the watershed coordinator and he will make tome to address at the next 
CRWSG meeting. 



¥ Draft CRWSG Watershed Project Goals and Implementation Ð An updated draft of the 
CRWSG Project and Implementation Table was provided to the group but because we 
ran short on time the watershed coordinator asked the group to look it over at their 
leisure and forward comments him. 

¥ Calaveras Watershed Implementation Plan Ð The watershed coordinator noted that the 
watershed implementation plan is outlined and he will be working on it over the next 
couple of months. 

 
6. Questions and Discussion 

¥ The watershed coordinator shared a request for proposals from the Fish America 
Foundation and NOAA Community-based Restoration Program. The group expressed 
interest in applying for the grant to improve one of the Mormon Slough fish passage 
barriers. Proposals are due February 5, 2007 so the watershed coordinator will work 
rapidly to get partner in place. J.D. offered the assistance of AFRP in the permitting 
process but did note that federal funds are not allowed to provide matching funds. Erin 
Strange also offered to review the proposal before it is submitted. The group requested 
that the watershed coordinator forward the RFP to the members. 

¥ The watershed coordinator informed the group of tasks he will be working on during 
this quarter: Article for SEWD newsletter, DOC Quarterly report, Work on Watershed 
Implementation Plan, Work on Water Quality Database, Investigate request for 
proposals 

¥ J.D. asked about the future of the CRWSG and the status of the DOC grant. The 
watershed coordinator stated that the grant is scheduled to culminate at the end of 
May, 2007 but there may be grant extensions awarded or possibly a new round of WC 
grants. The watershed coordinator stated that he is dedicated to continuing the group 
and he will be exploring options. 

¥ Kari Burr stated that a cleanup event is planned for February 10, 2007. She requested 
assistance in coordinating land access and acquiring trash receptacles around the 
Linden portion of the river. The watershed coordinator will distribute more information 
as it becomes available.
