Summary of recent events

River Clean-up B Thanks to Dr. Anderson at UOP and his students, approximately 100
people attended the cleanup event on March 3, 2007. Volunteers filled a 40-yard trash
receptacle with litter collected along the Stockton Diverting Canal near Wilson Way.
Earth Day Festival D The CRWSG hosted a display at the Stockton Earth Day Festival
on April 22, 2007. The display booth included the CRWSG banner, poster boards,
brochures, flyers, photos, invasive species literature and specimens. We had 20 people
sign-up for the CRWSG distribution list.

Stockton Urban Waterways Council B No recent meetings have been conducted.
Calaveras River Fish Group B No recent meetings have been conducted.

Calaveras River HCP B The draft HCP was reviewed by NOAA Fisheries regional office
general council and returned to Erin Strange (NMFS) with comments. Revisions are
currently underway and it is expected to be released for public review in July 2007.
California Watershed Assessment Manual (CWAM) Workshop B The watershed
coordinator attended a CWAM workshop at the American River conference April 12-13.
The CWAM was developed at the University of California, Davis to provide guidance for
conducting watershed assessments in California.

Project Updates

Community Based Habitat Restoration Grant RFP B The CRWSG determined at the
previous meeting (January 17, 2007) that we would investigate and submit a proposal
for fish passage improvement. However with minimal time available to submit a
proposal it was not possible without the support of the DWR Fish Passage
Improvement Program. The watershed Coordinator has not been able to obtain
supporting documents i.e. data, maps, photos, designs etc. from the DWR FPIP.
Proposition 50 Watershed Program Proposal B The CRWSG was able to submit a
watershed assessment and adaptive management proposal in partnership with the
Central Sierra RC&D, Calaveras County, University of the Pacific, Stockton East Water
District and Calaveras County Water District. The concept proposal is available for



download at www.calaverasriver.com. Requests for full proposals are expected on April
30, 2007.

¥ Arundo donax (Giant Reed) Mapping project B Team Arundo del Norte has made
arrangements with the watershed coordinator to map two invasive plant species (Gaint
Reed Arundo donax and Tree-of-heaven Ailanthus altissima) along the Calaveras river,
Mormon Slough and Stockton Diverting Canal. The watershed coordinator will provide
access to the river for the survey. The survey is expected to be conducted in early May
with preliminary data available to the group in July. The final assessment report by
Team Arundo will not be available until March 2008.

¥ Calaveras Watershed Implementation Plan B The watershed coordinator is making
progress and a draft version will soon be available.

¥ DOC Watershed Coordinator Grant B The watershed coordinator grant is scheduled to
end on June 3, 2007 however the watershed coordinator has applied for a no-cost grant
extension. The Department of Conservation expects to provide a request for proposals
to continue the watershed coordinator grant program in September.
